enforcementof one or more provisions of the plan is impracticable or would exact undue
hardship because of peculiar conditions pertaining to the site. No deviations may be

resulting in substantial detriment to the public good and will not substantially impair the
iiitent and purose of this Plan. No deviations may be granted which wil result in
permitting: (I) a use or principal structue in a district restricted against such use or
pricipal structue, (2) an expansion of a non-conforming use, (3) an increase in height of
a principal strctue which exceeds by 10 feet or 10% the maximum height peimittedin

. the district, (4) an increase in the permitted floor arearatio, (5) an increase in the
permitted density. .

An application requesting a deviation from the requirements of this Plan shall provide
public notice of such application in accordance with the public notice requirements set
forth in NJSA 40:55D-12.a. & b.
