WHEREAS, NJ.S.A 40A:4-53 provides that a municipality may adopt an ordinance

providing for a special emergency appropriation for contractually required severance liabilities

resulting from the layoff or retirement of City employees; and

WHEREAS, the. Municipal Council of the City of Jersey City, in the County of Hudson,

New Jersey (the "City") has determined to authorize a special emergency appropriation to

provide for the payment of contractually required severance liabilities resulting from the layoff

or retirement of City employees; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost of the payment of the required severance liabilities is

$9,500,000; NOW THEREFORE

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JERSEY

CITY, IN THE COUNTY OF HUDSON, NEW JERSEY, AS FOLLOWS:

Section i. Pursuant to NJ.S.A 40A:4-53, the sum of $9,500,000 is hereby

appropriated for the payment by the City of contractually required severance liabilities resulting

from the layoff or retirement of City employees, and the same shall be deemed a special

emergency appropriation as defined and provided for in NJ.S.A. 40A:4-55.

Section 2. The portion of the authorization financed shall be provided for in

succeeding anual budgets by the inclusion of at leáSt one fifth of the amount authorized by this

ordinance 'and financed and as provided in N.J.S.A. 40A:4~55.

Section 3. A copy of this ordinance shall be filed with the Dire~tor of the Division of

Local Governent Services.

Section 4. This ordinance shall tae effect upon final passage and publication as

required by law.
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INFORMATION SHEET

Special Emergency Notes for Accumulated Absences

This is the second year where the City will take advantage of the law allowing us to sell notesforthe

payment of employees' accumulated time upon retirement or separation from the City. In prior years,

accumulated absences were appropriated in the City's budget. In 2010 and 2011, legislative changes in

health and pension benefits resulted in an unexpected rise in employee retirements. The accumulated
time payouts for those retirees could not be supported within the budget without a negative impact on
the tax payers of Jersey City. Also, to soften the initial impact on the City the retirees were required to
accept their payouts in installments until a plan was developed to address these payments. In July 2010,

the State Legislature amended the lawallowing the use of special emergency notes for this purpose.

Recent Payment History
FY2009 -In 12 months, the City paid $4.5 millon for accumulated time.

FY2010 -In 12 months, the City paid $8.4 millon for accumulated time.

TY2010 -In 6 months, the City paid $9.2 milion for accumulated time. .

CY2011 - As of October 2011, the City has paid out $9.1 millon for accumulated time. $6.5
milion of this represents payments made to 144 employees who retired or separated prior to
2011.

By law, "special emergency notes"mustbe paid off within five (5) years of issuance. Therefore, 20% or
l/Sth ofthe issuance will be appropriated in the subsequent five (5) City budgets. In the CY 2011 budget,

there is an appropriation for $1,860,000 representing the first installment of last year's issuance.

TITLE: AN ORDINANCE AMNDING CHAPTER 319 - (TOWERS AND TOWING) TO
PERMIT PRIVATE TOWERS TO PROVIDE TOW POUND SERVICES TO THE
CITY OF JERSEY CITY

THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JERSEY CITY HEREBY ORDAINS:

WHEREAS, the City of Jersey City (the "City") desires to permit private towers to provide tow
pound services to the City pursuant to NJ.S.A. 40:48-2.49 and N.J.S.A. 40:48-2.54; and

WHREAS, the City will enjoy cost savings by eliminating the tow pound currently operated by
the Jersey City Incinerator Authority;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the City Council of the City of Jersey City, that:

A. The following amendments to Chapter 319 (Towers and Towing) Aricle VI (Deparent of

Administration) are hereby adopted:

§ 319-3. License qualifications.

A. Off-street storage spaces. No Class A towing license or renewal thereof shall be issued unless
the licensee or prospective licensee shall have the following indoor or outdoor off-street vehicle
storage spaces within three (3) miles of the City of Jersey City limits:

(1) If Class I vehicles are to be stored therein, there shall be a minmum of one hundred fift
.Q ft storage spaces for such Class I vehicles.

(2) If Class II or Class II vehicles are to be stored therein, there shall be a minimum of (+5
sp) one hundred fift (150) spaces ft for Class I vehicles and fifteen (15) spaces (fi)
for Class II and II vehicles.

§ 319-11.- Schedule of maximum prices; disclosure.

A. Maximum fees to tow, transport, convey or move vehicles.

(I) No tower shall charge more than the following maximum fees to tow, transport, convey
or otherwse move a vehicle from one location within the City ofJersey City to another location
within three (3) miles of the City of Jersey City limits:

(a) Class I vehicle: $150 (one hundred fift dollars) inclusive of a fort-dollar ($40)
administrative fee. ($120. In the eventthe vehicle is towed to the city's iinpomid ymd, the
one hmidred twenty-dollar ($120) fee shall include a fort-dollm ($40) adniiiustrative
fe)

(Amended 6-25-2008 by Ord. No. 08-093)

(b) Class II vehicles: $200 (two hundred dollars) inclusive of a fort-dollar ($40)
administrative fee. ($160. In tire everrt the vehicle is towed to tire citys iinpomrd ymd, tire
one hmidred sixty -dollai ($ 1 60) fee shall include a for ty -doHm ($40) adniiustrati v e fee.)
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(Amended 6-25-2008 by Ord. No. 08-093)

(c) Class II vehicles: $225 per hour (minimum two hours).

(2) In addition to the above charges, recovery of an overtured vehicle, uprighting it or
removing it from a hil, ditch or other similar precarious position will be charged no more than
the rate of$50, $125, and $225 per hour for vehicle Classes I, II and II, respectively. If an issue
arses as to these charges, it shall be the burden of the tower to provide documentation in the
form of photographs as to the paricular circumstances requiring the additional charges, i.e.,
position of the vehicle.

(3) No charge shall be imposed on a rotation list tow for waiting time, clean-up, yard fee or
any other service not specifically authorized under ths chapter.

(4) The above fees are chargeable once a vehicle is hooked-up by the tower.

B. Maximum fees for vehicle storage. .

(1) No tower owner shall charge more than the following maximum fees per day, or portion
thereof, for storage of a disabled vehicle towed away pursuant to this chapter:

(a) Class I vehicles: $30 per day.

(Amended 6-25-2008 by Ord. No. 08-093)

(b) Class II vehicles: $60 per day.

(Amended 6-25-2008 by Ord. No. 08-093)

(c) Class II vehicles: $100 per day.

(2) No vehicle shall be released from storage by a tower uness proper owner and veaicle
identification are shown.

C. Each driver of a tower shall have a schedule of the maximum prices when responding to the
scene of a disabled, abandoned or other vehicle.

D. Before performng any service pursuant to this chapter, the licensee shall fush the
owner or drver of the vehicle with a copy of the schedule of prices. In the event that the owner or
driver is incapacitated, the licensee shall fush such schedule to the owner's authorized agent as
defined herein before such person pays forthe services rendered.

§ 319-15.- Rotating system of sumonig towers.

A. The Director.ofthe Jersey City Police Deparent is hereby authorized and directed to establish
a just and equitable rotating system of licensees to be sumoned to tow away and store a disabled
vehicle. The rotating system shall be established so as to give as nearly as is practicable an equai
share of the towing business to each licensee and to fush protection to the owners of disabled
vehicles. (There sha:l be a separate list for liglit-dnt arId heavy-duty to wers with speeificcqoipmerit

reqoiremerits for each list to be plOmolgated by tire Poliee Direetor, howe\1ei, atiiuruiimn, a tower

on tIrelig1it-dnt list shall lia~e two tow hocks and a flatcd, arrd a towcr on th lteavy-dUt list sliall
ha~etwo hea~y-doty tow tracks.) The Director of the Police Deparent shall be guided by the
following minimum requirements for the rotating system:

(I) (Grrly a Class A lieeirsee) Only duly licensed operators may be in the rotation system and

shallnot have more than one position on the rotating list regardless of how many supplemental
licenses the licensee shall hold.
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. (2) A licensee tower on the rotating Ilst shall not be removed therefrom before he or she is
accorded an opportity to be heard after receiving written charges preferred against the
licensee. No licensee shall lose his or her tum in the rotating system until the licensee is

accorded this opportunity to be heard; provided, however, that the Police Director may
imediately suspend any licensee if it is determined to be in the best interests of the ,citizens

or the rotation system. A licensee may request in wrting to be removed from the rotating list.
When so removed, the licensee shall not be eligible to be placed on the rotating list for a period
of one year from the date removed.

(3) Each licensee in the rotating system shall be given equal time and opportty as all other

licensees in the rotating system, and there shall be no discrimination for any reason whatsoever.

(4) No police offcer or other official of the city shall have any authority to remove or skip.
over any licensee in the rotating system. If any licensee cornits any violation of the motor
vehicle laws of the State ofNew Jersey, the proper action taen against such licensee shall be
by way of sumons for the motor vehicle violation. If the infraction involves a violation ofthis

chapter or any provision of the Jersey City Code, charges specifying the offense shall be
presented to the Director of the Jersey City Police Deparment, who shall thereupon cause a
hearing to be held in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

(5) No lièensee shall be allowed to take a tu at the top of the rotating list unless the licensee
first submits proof to the Division ofCornerce that the licensee has a suffcient number of
empty and available storage spaces upon the storage area designated in the application of the
licensee for said license.

(6) Licensees wil respond to Jersey City Police Deparent reguests for service within twenty
(20) minutes.

B. Whenever it is necessar to have a disabled vehicle towed away, the police who arve at the scene
shall forthwith notify police headquaers to summon a licensed tower from the rotating list Ìn
accordance with the procedure established by the Director of the Police Deparent.

C The owner or driver of a disabled vehicle shall use the services of the licensed tower sumoned
by the police unless the owner is a member of an organzation which supplies towing services for
its members. and the owner or driver requests the,se of such organzation's tower. If the request is
made to the police at the scene, the police shall forthwith notify police headquarers to call the
organzation and relay the request and all necessar information suppiied by the owner's membership
card to the organization.

D. In the event that the tower sumoned by the police is delayed and it is necessar to remove the
disabled vehicle out of the line of traffc or for other safety reasons, then the police emergency tower

. may remove the vehicle to the nearest point out of the way of the free flow of traffic allowing the
vehicle to r.emain there until towed away by the tower sumoned by the police.

E. In accordance with N.J. Stat.§ 39:10A-l(201O). in (hi) the event that a dtsabled vehicle is
towed away and stored by a licensee pursuat to this chapter and the owner of the vehicle or such
owner's agent or next of kin does not authorize a fuer disposition of the vehicle within thee days
after it is towed to the storage place, the licensee may, upon giving written notice by certified mail .
to the owner or the owner's authorized agent, pursue any and all remedies he or she may have in law
for the disposition of the vehicle and the collection of the fees.

F. In the event that the owner or driver of the disabled vehicle is incapacitated by reason of
injures or otherwse and is unable to authorize the fuher disposition of the vehicle after it is towed
away by the licensee, then the licensee shall forthwith ascertin from the police the name and address
of the owner's agent or next of kin and contact him or her to ascertin the fuher dìsposition of the
vehicle. The licensee shall also send to said agent or next of kin the bil for services and a coPy of
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the schedule of prices as is required by this chapter. As per N.J. Stat.§ 39:10A-I (2010), this
notification "shall be by first class maiL, with a certificate of mailing." 

G. As per NJ.S.A. 39: lOA 1, vehicles left unclaimed may be sold at public auction after 20
business days but shall be sold no later than 90 business days. Licensees wil have the right to
recover their fees from the vehicle owner when the vehicle is to auctioned, with the difference
between the moneys owed the tower and the auction price to be retured to the City. Licensees
wil prepare all the paperwork associated with the transfer of title in accordance to procedure
established by the Police Director. Licensees will maintain (and provide to the City adequate
records relating to the processing of tows. impounds. releases including storage fees ard other
receipts. Licenses wil also provide quarerly financial statements prepared in accordance with
generally accepted accounting principles summarzing fees and income collected.

H. When possible, all viable personal propert from the impounded vehicles must be removed
from the vehicle by the owner or owner's agent prior to being towed to the licensees tow pound.
Licensees will provide access for release of vehicles to the public between the hours of 8 AM to
6 PM Monday through Satuday.

(§ 319-18.- Impomid yard smrendCl fee, penalty.

Vehicle owneis who wish not to claim ar1dOl iemovetheii vehicle £tom the eitys inipom1d yard
must sign a eeitifieate of o\\neiship whieh transfers ownClship to the Jersey City hicinClator.

Failme to do so may result in th ownei being cited with a smwnons foi abai1doinnent ofmotoi
vehicle pmsuai1t to lH.S.A. 39.4-56.5 which wil subject the owner, for the fi1st offense, to a fine
of not less than $100 nor more thai1 $500, aiid his license oi diiving piivilege may be suspended ol
revoked fo1 not mOle than two yeais. FOl aiiy subsequent violation, the OMiei wil be subject to a
fine of not less thai1 $500 noi moie tl1ai1 $1,000, aiid his license ol diiving piI\iilege IIiay be
suspended oi ievoked foi not more tl1aii five yeais.)

B. The Mayor and/or Business Administrator are hereby authorized to execute any agreements
appropriate or necessary to effectuate the puroses of this ordinance.

C. All ordinances or portions of ordinances which are inconsistent with this Ordinance shall ~e

repealed as to their inconsistencies only.

D. If any provision or paragraph of this Ordinance shall be held invalid by any cour of
competent jursdiction, the other provisions or paragraphs of this Ordinance shall not be
afected, except so far as the provision or paragraph declared invalid shall be inseparable
from the remainder or any portion thereof. '

E. The City Clerk shall have this ordinance codified and incorporated in the offcial copies of

the Jersey City Code.

F. This ordinance shall take effect at the time and in the maner as provided by law.

G. The City Clerk and the Corporation Counsel may change any chapter numbers, aricle
numbers and section numbers if codification of this ordinance reveals a conflct between
those numbers and the existing code, in order to avoid confusion and possible accidental
repealers of existing provisions.

As par of the Business Administrator's efforts to make City operations more efficient, we are
identifying City functions that replicate private sector businesses with the intention to determine
whether it would be beneficial for the City to discontinue providing the duplicated fuction.

. One example of private sector duplication is the City Car Pound operated by the Jersey City
Incinerator Authority (lCIA). The Car ,Pound runs at a deficit and is rèadily replaced by the
private sector. In 2010, the Car Pouid deficit was over $325,000. This is especially distubing
considering that no other nearby municipality or county rus a car pound. It is the
Administration's intention to ,close the pound and permit private towers to store towed cars.

Not only wil theelosing of the car poünd sáve City operating expenses, but it wil also save
approximately $1.4 milion in construction costs at the new Department of Public Works (DPW)
compound at East Linden Avenue. \ .

In addition, the closing wil make the curent Car Pound land available for sale immediately (as
opposed to when the East Linden Avenue compound is complete). The Car Pound land sale
would provide needed revenue for CY2012, and result in the land being retured to City tax role, . for revenue in futue years. .
Description of Current Operations ,

Curently, private towers respond on a rotating basis to requests for service by the Jersey City
Police Deparment (JCPD). Cars are then towed to the Jersey City Car Pound on Bura Road at
the edge of Liberty State Park.

Towing Rates are strictly controlled by City Ordinance (Chapter 319); towing policy and
procedures are promulgated by the Jersey City Police Director. The owners of the vehicles pay
the towing and storage fees when they claim their vehicles.

Unfortately, many vehicle owners do not pick up their vehicles promptly or do not pick up
their vehicles at all and thereby abandon therr. After a period of ninety days abandoned vehicles

are sold at auction, often at prices less than the total towing and storage fees owed. This leaves
the City with substantial financial losses.

According to the JCIA offcial 2010 financial audit, the Car Pound ran a deficit of $242, 376.

This loss does not include associated costs of benefits, payroll, maintenance, utilties,
purchasing, accounting, legal, and liability issues related to the rung of the Pound. These .
associated costs would increase the loss above $242,376.

In addition, theJCPD maintains two full~time civilians atthe car pound (to receive payments and
process vehicle release paperwork) for a: total of approximately $80,000 per year.

Currently, the design ofthe DPW compound contains the provision for a new car pound which
will cost approximately $1.9 milion to construct. This includes paving, foundations, car racks,
lighting, fencing, and security. If the area is instead only paved for industrial parking, the cost
will be approximately $500,000. The net savings will be $1.4 milion.

Proposed Towing Operations

The Administration investigated towing practic~s of several nearby muncipalities (Bayonne,
Hoboken, Newark, Orange) and counties (Hudson, Essex). Not one of them operates a car,
pound; all of them rely on private entities tö tow and store vehicles.

Therefore, the Administration proposes to permit towers to store cars on their property and
dispose of them according to applicable law. When an abandoned car is sold at auction, the
difference betweenthe sale price and the towing/storage fees wil go to the City. To the vehicle

owners, the towing process would no.tchange at alL. Only the. location of their towed vehicle
would change.

The Administration toured several tow pound facilities as par of analyzing the merits of this
proposaL. Two companies have already expressed interest in paricipating. Dente Brothers,

located at 27 Raymond Blvd. in Newark, performs towing and storage for the City of Newark
andthe New Jersey State Police ón the northern segment ofthe New Jersey Turpike. GXR
Auto, located at 10 East Linden Ave. in Jersey City, is immediately across the street from the
new DPW/JCIAcompound. GXR Auto has perforred services atthe City tow pound in recent
years.

Once the ordinance amendment is effective, the pound wil need to be emptied. The JCIA holds

public auctions to dispose of abandoned vehicles. At the most recent auction on August 31,
2011, over 120 vehicles were sold. The curent stock of vehicles will be similarly auctioned off
as per state statute. Vehicles retained by the Prosecutor's Offce would be relocated to the DPW
compound on Route 440.

It has wrongly been suggested the City'slicense agreement with the JCIA Will need to be
amended to reflect this change.
