THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JERSEY CITY DOXS ORDAIN:

WHEREAS, the City of Jersey City as an area in need of rehabilifation, is authorized to
adopt an ordinance to wiilize fax exemptions pursuant fo N.J.8.A. 40A:21-1, et seq., also
known as the Five (5} Year Exemption and Abatement Law; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.JS.A. 40A:21-1 et seq., the City of Jersey City adopted

THIS AGREEMENT made on this 23" day of March, 2016, by and between the
CITY OF JERSEY CITY [City], a municipal corporation organized under the Laws of

WHEREAS, the Municipal Council has indicated by its intention to utilize the
five year tax exemption provisions authorized by Article VIII, Section 1, paragraph VI of
the NJ State Constitution and the Five Year Exemption Law, N.I.S.A. 40A:21-1 et seq.

WHEREAS, the City has reviewed the application, approved the construction of
_ the Improvements and authorized the execution of a Tax Exemption Agreement by the
adoption of Ordinance 16~ on March 23, 2016.

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual promises and -
covenants hereinafier contained, the parties hercto agree as follows:

ARTICLE [: APPROVAL OF TAX EXEMPTION

The City heréby agrees to a tax exemption for the construction of a new Multiple
Dwelling [Improvements] on the Property, as further described in the Application,
attached hereto as Exhibit B, pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:21-1 et seq. and




Ordinance 16, which authorized the execution of this Tax Agreement [Law],
subject to the terms and conditions hereof.

ARTICLE II: IN LIEU OF TAX PAYMENTS

The Applicant agrees to make estimated payments on the new Improvements,
(scparate and apart from taxes on the land and existing improvements which shall
continue to be subject to conventional assessment and taxation and for which the
Applicant shall receive no credit against the in lieu of tax payment) in lieu of full
property tax payments according to the following schedule: o

1. For the full calendar of Year 1, no payment in lien of taxes;

2. For the full calendar of Year 2, twenty (20%) percent of the actual taxes
otherwise due, currently estimated to be the sum of $11,171;

3. For the full calendar of Year 3, forty (40%) percent of the actual taxes
otherwise due, currently estimated to be the sum of $22,789;

4. For the full calendar of Year 4, sixty (60%) percent of the actual taxes
otherwise due, currently estimated to be the sum of $43,368; and

5. For the full calendar of Year 5, eighty (80%) percent of the actual taxes
otherwise due, currently estimated to be the sum of $47,419.

In the event a City-wide revaluation results in decrease in the amount of taxes

otherwise due, payment hereunder shall be the higher of either the taxes estimated above
or the amount of acfual taxes after the City-wide revaluation.

- ARTICLE III: APPLICATION FEE

The Applicant has paid the sum of four thousand eight hundred dollars ($4,900) to
the City as an application fee.

ARTICLES IV: FEDERAL, STATE AND LOCAL LAW

The construction of the Improvements is subject to all applicable federal, State
and local laws and regulations on pollution confrol, worker safety, discrimination in
employment, housing provision, zoning, planning and building code requirements.

ARTICLE V: TERM OF EXENH’TION

The Tax Exemption granted shall be valid and effective for a period of five (3)
full calendar years from the date of Substantial Completion of the Project, which shall
ordinarily mean the date on which the City issues, or the Project is eligible to receive, a
Certificate of Occupancy, whether temporary or final, for part or the whole of the Project.




During the term of the tax exemption, the Applicant shall make an in lieu of tax payment
to the City in accordance with the schedule set forth above. Prior to the commencement
of the tax cxemption, and upon expiration therecf, the Applicant shall pay full
conventional taxes on the Improvements.

"ARTICLE VI: REVALUE

The applicant has agreed that in the event the revalue results in a decrease in the
amount of actual taxes otherwise due, for purposes of calculating a tax payment
hercunder during the five (5) year period, the amount shall be calculated on the higher of
the amount estimated hereunder or the actual taxes.

ARTICLE VII: NG COUNTY EQUALIZATION AND SCHOOL AID

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:21-11(c), the percentage, which the payment in lieu-of
taxes for the tax exempt property bears to the property tax which would have been paid
had an exemption not been granted for the property under this Agreement, shall not be
applied to the valuation of the property to determine the reduced valuation of the property
to be included in the valuation of the City for determining equalization for county tax
apportionment and school aid, during the term of the tax exemption agreement covering
this property. At the expiration or termination of this Agreement, the reduced valuation
procedure required under the Law shall no longer apply.

ARTICLE VIII: OPERATION OR DISPOSITION OF PROPERTY

Tf during any year prior to the termination of this Agreement, the Applicant ceases

tax exemption under this Agreement or pursuant to Law, then the tax which would have
otherwise been payable for each and every year, shall become due and payable from the
Applicant as if no exemption had been granted. The Tax Collector shall, within 15 days
thereof, notify the owner of the Property of the amount of taxes due.
